Why use an Investigator?  

F. Lee Bailey once said, ñIf I were a defendant, I 
would rather have a good investigator than an 
attorneyò. Using a skilled investigator can signifi-
cantly improve your odds at winning a case by 
developing damaging information about the op-
posing parties or knowledge that could give you 
an advantageous bargaining position.

¶ ñInstantò online database checks are often inaccu-
rate and: (1) may not provide coverage for the 
geographic region and time periods needed, (2) 
may omit records altogether, and (3) are  not up -
to -date and usually only updated quarterly while 
others, annually.

of due diligence necessary to confirm that the in-
formation developed pertains to the Subject in 
question.  

 

¶ Thorough -   sufficient due diligence will be exer-

cised to develop the type of information needed by 
the Client.  

  

¶ Licensed and insured  -   provides a higher degree 

of professionalism and protection from liability.  
 

¶ Attorneys must divulge which side they represent, 

an investigator does not.
